VISA FOR SEASONAL WORKERS

Employers may invite seasonal workers with the purpose of employment for a period of up to six months.

Sectors, in which it is permissible to employ seasonal workers, are listed in Cabinet Regulation of 25 June 2002
No.272 “Regulations regarding seasonal work”.

The employer shall: : The seasonal worker shall:

1. After the approval of the invitation,
go to a diplomatic and consular representation of the
Republic of Latvia to apply for a visa.
If the expected duration of employment:
e exceeds 90 days — a long-stay visa shall be applied;
e does not exceed 90 days — a uniform visa shall be applied.
2. The following documents shall be submitted:
:  « Avalid travel document;
: Visa application form Ofilled out and signed,
A colour photograph 35x45mm in size and not older than 6
months;
: A copy of a valid travel medical insurance policy;
2« Payment or confirmation of the payment of visa fee.

1. Receive the permission of the State Employment :
Agency (NVA) to attract a foreigner must be obtained.
2. After receiving the NVA's opinion, within 1 month, any :
territorial department of the Directorate of Citizenship and
Migration Affairs must submit the documents for drawing
up an invitation to a seasonal employee:

1. an application in free form containing information:

e about the invited foreigner;

e about the expected employment;

e about the absence of tax debt;

e declaration that housing will be provided for the worker,
if necessary, and payment for it will be proportionate
and will not be automatically deducted from wage.

2. a power of attorney or a certified copy thereof;

3. submit the employment contract or its draft;
